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DEAR CHURCH FAMILY, 
 
This series (Jesus: Life 
Coach) has had an in-
credible start.  We are 
three weeks into a three 
month study, and this 
series is going deep into 
conversations about this 
Christ-life we are pursu-
ing.  My prayer is that 
pursuit would be about 
'becoming' all that Jesus 
wants us to be, and not 
about the 'doing' or the 
'having'.  The sequence of 
BE-DO-HAVE is a biblical 
model that flies in the 
face of this culture.  This 
coming week, again, we 
will see this mod-
eled.  This time it will be a 
quote referring to life-
choices of the Apostle 
Paul: 

Paul focused on what he 
was supposed to be, and 

not on what he should 
do or have.  

Our emphasis, as Christ-
followers, should be on 
BE!  God is investing in us 
to 'become' all that He 
wants us to BE.  If we get 
the BEing right, our ac-
tions  (do) will ade-
quately reflect Him.  An-
other teaching moment 
comes from the follow-
ing phrase... 

God never alters the robe 
of righteousness to fit 

the man -- but the man 
to fit the robe. 

OK, I can't get away from 
that one...  God will never 
stop growing us into His 

likeness -- NEVER.  He will 
not allow us to hide be-
hind excuses and cutting 
corners toward disciple-
ship.  It is an inside-out 
journey, and He is actively 
fitting you to the robe of 
righteousness -- even 
now!  Let it hap-
pen!!!  Learn the lessons of 
His life that He wants to 
teach you today, for to-
morrow will have its own 
lessons in His perfect tim-
ing.  Prepare your heart 
for the next installment 
(coming at us this Sunday) 
of allowing Jesus to be 
our life coach.  Join me in 
the journey...
